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Dear Members and Friends of UCE, 
 

This year our canvass theme is the Big Hearts Campaign. It takes a church full of Big Hearts to 
contribute the time, the leadership, and the money needed to keep a church going. This year the 
UCE History Project will be featuring the people with Big Hearts who have helped to build our 
church. The history project will be publishing biographies of W.H. Alexander Award recipients 
from the past and their contributions to the church. I’ll highlight the contributions of specific 
award winners in each of my canvass letters throughout the campaign. Then at the Friendship 
dinner on March 20th, the contributions of this year’s winner will be highlighted. 
 

As I write this I see in the paper that the federal government is removing its cap on matching 
donations and will now match the $67 million raised for the people of Haiti by Canadians.  I am 
encouraged that the big hearts of Canadians can sometimes influence our government for the 
better.  I encourage you all to donate what you can to not only the relief work in Haiti but to all 
the other deserving organizations that need your help. It sometimes takes an event like the 
Haitian earthquake to show us how fortunate we are to live in Edmonton with access to the 
necessities of life, jobs, education, housing, honest police, fair courts, and a social safety net that  
really does help us when we are unemployed, sick, or elderly.  
 

Closer to home, my message today is to ask you all to consider your financial contribution to our 
church.  We have come through a challenging time with a change in renters, a sagging economy, 
burst sprinkler pipes in the front warehouse, and increases in many of our basic operating costs.  
This year over and above our basic program costs we are looking forward to our final mortgage 
payment ($50,000), construction of the expanded kitchen, and the renovation of the north rental 
space so that we can rent it out to another tenant. We may not be able to accomplish all of these 
extras but we need to set out to try.  
 

I’ve included a pledge form with this letter. I’d like you to take a minute now to fill it out. You 
can then either mail it back to the church or drop it in the collection plate. You could also email 
me or phone me with your pledge instructions. We will have specific canvass Sundays in March 
(the 14th and the 21st) but you are welcome to contact me any time. I would be happy to discuss 
any aspect of canvass with you; your pledge, preauthorized deposits, gifts in kind, leaving a 
bequest to the church, volunteering, or any other topic regarding your 
support of the church.   
 

There are many Big Hearts that help support the Unitarian Church of 
Edmonton. I am looking forward to another successful canvass and an 
equally successful church year. I thank those who have generously 
supported the church in the past and I look forward to seeing the 
contributions of all of our members and friends in the future.
